JavaScript is a programming language.



It lets you change a page over time
or in response to a users actions.



JavaScript frameworks and libraries are toolkits
that reduce the effort involved in writing JavaScript.

Examples: jQuery, YUI, MooTools, D3.js,



Individual scripts solve particular problems.

Examples: EasySlider, jQuery Masonry
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Say “JavaScript” most of the time;
jQuery is just one of many JavaScript tools.
